The Howard City Council met in regular session on August 13th, 2019, at 7:00 pm in the Council Chambers. Mayor Don Arens presided with Aldermen Greg Dufault, Jean Thompson, Lynn Borgers, Jerry Adler and Bernard Feldhaus. Kelly Kanaan. Assistant to Attorney Kristian Ellendorf, was also present.

 Children’s Care Corner’s board members Diane Stangohr, Megan Gassman & Ros Megenhausen along with employee Jan Torkelson were present to answer any questions that the board may have regarding support from the city financially. Megan Gassman briefly discussed financials again, will be meeting with county commissioners to request additional funding and to advise where the daycare stands as of now. Council No decision was made. 

Lyle Puthoff with Puthoff Repairs out of Salem discussed skid-steer billing with council members. He requested an additional $1500-2000 more for new skid-steer as the trade-in had way more hours than initially thought as well as bad tires. Adler moved to pay Puthoff $4000 for new skid-steer, Thompson seconded and carried to approve.

Finance Officer Calmus discussed city logo options with council members. Calmus requested that the city have two logos, one for website and separate one for company vehicles and machinery. Feldhaus moved, Adler seconded and carried to approve two logos. Finance Officer Calmus will advise Taylor Kiehl which two logos were chosen.

NEW BUSINESS:
Kevin Feldhaus presented on behalf of the Fire and Rural Fire departments 2020 proposed budget. Dufault moved, Adler seconded and carried to approve.

Resolution Adopting the Miner County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan 2019-2024

WHEREAS, Miner County received assistance in the preparation of the Miner County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan 2019-2024 from representatives of the City of Howard and received funding from the South Dakota Office of Emergency Management/FEMA; and

WHEREAS, several public planning meetings were held between September 2019 and February fo 2019 regarding the development and review of the Miner County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan 2019-2024; and

WHEREAS, the Miner County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan 2019-2024 contains several potential future projects to mitigate hazard damage in the City of Howard and

WHEREAS, the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) has rendered its approval of the Miner County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan on April 24, 2019; and

WHEREAS, a duly-noticed public hearing was held by the Miner County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Team on February 13, 2019 to solicit public comment on the Miner County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan 2019-2024; and

WHEREAS, a duly-noticed public meeting was held by the Howard City Council on August 12, 2019 to formally approve and adopt the final Miner County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan 2019-2024.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, THAT THE Howard City Council adopts the Miner County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan 2019-2024. 

Adopted and effective this 12th  day of August 2019.
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Airport Mowing was discussed and tabled to September’s meeting. 

Garbage ordinance was discussed. Tabled until September meeting. Council requested that Finance Officer Kate Calmus look into garbage fees more. 

Jim Litterick with St. John’s Lutheran Church came to discuss doing work to make the ditch on the south lot run to the west to the creek. He is requesting that the City clean the ditch out for them. Borgers moved and Dufault seconded and carried to approve helping them with the drainage problem.

Contract for deed was brought forward and discussed regarding needing deposits. Assistant attorney Kanaan will bring recommendations to Attorney Ellendorf for deposits to be required from those doing Contract for Deed. Council requested that this ordinance change be brought to August’s special meeting. Feldhaus moved, Borgers seconded and carried to have changes made to ordinance. 

Council discussed Street’s Supervisor position with Supt. Kody Dawson. Dawson will conduct the interviews. Starting salary was discussed and decided $17.00-$20.00/hour DOE. Thompson moved and Dufault seconded, motion carried. 

Mark Struwe’s building permit to build a house was discussed. Supt. Dawson advised the council that he is unable to locate pins for lot lines, it was suggested that Struwe have the lot surveyed. Council agreed with recommendation and will have Dawson contact Struwe. 
Supt. Dawson presented Core & Main’s bid for automatic Electric and Water meters. Project would begin in Nov. with tower being installed first. Adler moved, Feldhaus seconded and carried to allow Dawson to start project and look for outside funding through Heartland. 

Evan Meyer presented a bid for flooring in the municipal building in certain areas. Thompson moved, Adler seconded and carried to allow floors to be fixed. 

Kody Dawson and Troy Loudenburg presented budgets for Electric, Water/Sewer and Streets departments. Borgers requested that Dawson look into pricing a v-plow. 
Supt. Dawson advised the board that Kathy Zulk is willing to mow the boulevards and fields for the rest of the season. She is requesting a small riding mower with a bagger, Borgers advised he would look into finding a mower for her.

SDML Annual Conference was discussed for Oct. 8-11, 2019. 

Glacial Lakes Ad was discussed, Council requested some changes to the ad, adding our new logo, as well as an updated ad. Finance Officer Calmus will put something together and email to council members.

Special Meeting to be held on August 27th at 7pm. 


Feldhaus moved, Adler seconded and carried to adjourn.
