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August 27, 2019 Minutes


The Howard City Council met in special session on Tuesday, August 27, at 7:00 pm in the Council Chambers. Mayor Don Arens presided with Aldermen Greg Dufault, Jean Thompson, Lynn Borgers, Colby Tolk and Bernard Feldhaus. 

Thompson moved, Borgers seconded and carried to approve the agenda.
PUBLIC COMMENT: 

Clint Powell with Brosz Engineering discussed projects that he’s working on with smaller municipalities throughout the state. Powell also discussed economic development and housing for smaller rural areas. 
OLD BUSINESS

New mower for Kathy was discussed again. Borgers advised on different mower options and opted to go with the Country Clipper. Dufault moved and Thompson seconded and carried to purchase new mower. Borgers will get ordered. 

1st reading of Deposit Ordinance #713 was moved by Borgers, seconded by Dufault and carried to approve. 
NEW BUSINESS:

Mowing for the remainder of the season was discussed, Tolk moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve hiring of Connie Eliason at a rate of $13.00/hr to help with mowing for the remainder of the season. 


Aldermen Feldhaus discussed adding in valley gutters on Section Line around Feldhaus Trucking, Dawson’s and the Elevator. Feldhaus received a quote from C. Eagle Construction for approximately $28,500 and could start as early as the following week. Thompson moved, Feldhaus seconded and carried to approve the valley gutter construction. Feldhaus will follow up with C. Eagle Construction. 

Rural Fire Board Members, Jim Litterick, Tim Neises, Brian Dold, Dave Claussen, Gary Stangohr and Terry burger were present to discuss the 2020 budget. Brian Dold moved, Dave Claussen seconded and carried to approve the rural fire budget of $29,550.  

Borgers moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve the city fire budget of $35,151.  

Acting s the Joint Board, Borgers moved, Claussen seconded and carried to approve the 2019 Fire Budget for a total of $64,701.00. 


Bernard Feldhaus moved, Brian Dold seconded and carried to move Don Arens as chairman and Tim Neises as vice-chairman of the Joint Board. 

Finance Officer Calmus presented the Council the 2020 budget as proposed by all departments. After reviewing all the departments in the General Fund and the Enterprise Funds, Tolk moved, Feldhaus seconded and carried to approve the first reading of  2020 Budget.
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There being no further business, Feldhaus moved, Thompson seconded and carried to adjourn.
