	General Superintendent Kody Dawson met with council members to discuss updates. Annual inspection on lift station was discussed, quote was provided from Dakota Pump at a rate of $450.00 for the first one and $200 for any additional. Dawson advised council he thought this would be a great preventative maintenance program to get into.
	Sup. Dawson gave update on future meter upgrade and water tower. 
	Dawson advised council on the County’s blade they have for sale. He would like to purchase this and sell the old Galeon blade. Dufault moved and Thompson seconded and carried to approve purchasing the new blade from the county. Dawson would like to utilize airport funds to purchase new blade. Adler moved, Tolk seconded and carried to approve the surplus of the city’s Galeon Blade. Council appointed John Esser, Ron Krempges, Randy Dawson, Tim Clarke, Tom Dold & Andrew Dold to appraise the old blade. If the city is unable to sell through advertising then the surplus will then be sent to Wiemann Auction.  
	Dawson brought up MShaw Training sessions coming up, advised board they will be attending one of the sessions in March. Dawson requested clarification on the dumping of snow. Council advised Dawson that he may dump snow on any property owned by the City of Howard. Dawson will check with the courthouse on property titles to verify. Feldhaus moved, Tolk seconded and carried to approve the removal of snow onto any city property by city employees. 
	Aldermen Greg Dufault asked Sup. Dawson about GIS mapping agreement. F/O Calmus will look into original agreement with county and email to attorney Wilkinson for review. 
	Tolk moved, Adler seconded and carried to approve the first Reading of Ordinance 720-Supplement Budget.  
	Dawson advised he received a call from a former summer employee, would like to come back but has another offer for more pay. Discussion was tabled.
	Tree cutting was also was also brought. Dawson would like to hire this out to Troy Smith for $10,000 for 2020. He advised Troy Smith has the proper equipment to deal with the tree trimming around power lines and the time to get the trimming done. Thompson moved, Borgers seconded and carried to approve the hiring of Troy Smith.
	Council acknowledged having Colton Spader as an intern during the 2020 school year.

	Curb & gutter has been tabled for next meeting. Feldhaus will follow up with Bruce Yanish.
	Cemetery mowing was discussed again. City is not required to bid out. Borgers moved to open it up to quotes, Tolk seconded, motioned failed with aye votes Tolk and Borgers, nay votes Feldhaus, Thompson, Dufault and Adler. 
	Thompson moved to continue utilizing Paul Fischer to maintain cemetery grounds for 2020.  
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NEW BUSINESS:
	Borgers moved, Dufault seconded and carried to approve the quote from Banyon Data for the meter interface software update.
	Borgers moved, Dufault seconded and carried to approve to have Kate Calmus, Don Arens & Lynn Borgers to sign the agreement on behalf of the City of Howard to use Schoenfish & Co., Inc. as the City’s Auditors for 2018-19 records. 
	Feldhaus & Borgers discussed having a Housing Study done for the City of Howard on behalf of the Task Force for Miner County. They advised the study would allow for Howard to get more affordable housing in town. The Task Force is requesting to have the City and County help with the fees to cover the study. The study will run $5000 with half of it being covered by the State. Dufault moved, Tolk seconded and carried to approve paying the $2500 towards the study and partnering with the county to help pay half. 
	Tolk moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve Horizon Health Foundation to conduct a raffle beginning April 1, 2020.
