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July 13th, 2020 Minutes

	The Howard City Council met in regular session on Monday, July 13th, at 7:00 pm in the Council Chambers. Mayor Don Arens presided with Aldermen Greg Dufault, Lynn Borgers, Jean Thompson and Bernard Feldhaus. Not present was Aldermen Colby Tolk and Gerald Adler. Attorney Todd Wilkinson was also present.
Thompson moved, Borgers seconded and carried to approve the amended agenda. 
Borgers moved, Dufault seconded and carried to approve the minutes for June 8th & 22nd and July 6th, 2020. Council acknowledged reports, Sheriff’s report and past due accounts.

OLD BUSINESS:
Sheriff Rob Eggert and Deputy Mike Clary discussed ordinance offenses and fines with council. Attorney Wilkinson will work on a schedule of fees with Finance Officer Kate Calmus. 
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Resolution 1333-COVID-19 was reviewed and discussed with the public regarding changes. Feldhaus motioned to keep every two weeks and leave at fifty percent capacity, no second was made, motion failed. Dufault motioned to change resolution to change max occupancy to 75% starting July 13th 7:30pm, Borgers seconded and carried to approve. New changes will remain in effect until the next regular session on Aug. 10th, 2020 at 8:00pm. The council also advised to continue to follow guidelines provided by the Governor and the CDC regarding social distancing recommendations. Council will continue to monitor the situation and reevaluate as necessary.

Local gun shop questions were discussed with attorney. 

Meter installations were discussed with attorney regarding noncompliant residents. Attorney presented notice to be given to residents regarding city’s right to enter premise, he also advised that installers follow CDC guidelines when entering a home. Finance Officer Calmus will assist with putting notices on property’s that are noncompliant.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
Rural Fire Board, Fire Chief Kevin Feldhaus discussed new pumper with council. Bid and specs were presented from Midwest Fire. Delivery would be in Jan. 2021 for chassis with 10% due now for down-payment and final payment upon full delivery. Total bid came in at $319,747.00. Bidding concerns were discussed by attorney, Brett with Midwest Fire spoke with council and attorney via phone and advised that HGAC pricing is centralized bidding allowing for the bid process to be exempt. Attorney advised council can act on bid. Borgers moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve the $5000 down payment; Rural board members also motioned to approve $5000 for down payment. Borgers moved to spend $10,000 as joint to order new pumper, Brian Dold, second and carried to approve. 

NEW BUSINESS:
Campground rates were discussed. Resolution 1338-amending campground rates was moved by Dufault, seconded by Feldhaus and carried to approve a rate change to $22 starting Aug. 1st, 2020. 
RESOLUTION #1338

BE IT RESOLVED THAT the campground rates for the City of Howard shall be amended to $22 per night. No discounts after 14 days as previously done.
The Campground will be closed November 1st annually.

Borgers moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve Resolution 1337-CARES Act Federal Grants:
City of Howard Resolution Number 2020-1337

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF CONTRACTUAL DOCUMENTS WITH THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA FOR THE RECIEPT OF CARES ACT FUNDS TO ADDRESS THE
COVID-19 PUBLIC HEALTH CRISIS
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WHEREAS, pursuant to section 5001 of the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act, Pub. L. No. 116-136, div. A, Title V (Mar. 27, 2020) (the “CARES Act”), the State of South Dakota has received federal funds that may only be used to cover costs that:  (a) are necessary expenditures incurred due to the public health emergency with respect to the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19); (b) were not accounted for in the budget most recently approved as of March 27, 2020, for the State of South Dakota; and (c) were incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the City of Howard acknowledges that the State of South Dakota, in its sole discretion, may retain full use of these funds for the purposes delineated in the CARES Act; and

WHEREAS, the City of Howard acknowledges that in order to provide financial assistance to counties and municipalities in South Dakota, the State of South Dakota, in its sole discretion, may allocate CARES Act funds Act on a statewide basis to reimburse counties and municipalities as delineated herein; and

WHEREAS, the City of Howard seeks funding to reimburse eligible expenditures incurred due to the public health emergency with respect to COVID-19; and

WHEREAS, the City of Howard acknowledges that any request for reimbursement of expenditures will only be for expenditures that were not accounted for in the budget for the City of Howard most recently approved as of March 27, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the City of Howard acknowledges that it will only seek reimbursement for costs incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Howard that the Mayor of Howard may execute any and all documents as required by the State in order to receive CARES Act funds.

It is further

RESOLVED that any request for reimbursement will be only for those costs authorized by the State that:  (1) Are necessary expenditures incurred due to the public health emergency with respect to COVID-19; (2) Were not accounted for in the City budget most recently approved as of March 27, 2020; and (3) Were incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020.

It is further

RESOLVED that the City will not request reimbursement from the State under the CARES Act for costs for which the City previously received reimbursement, or for which the City has a reimbursement request pending before another source.
Approved and adopted this 13th day of July, 2020.
Thompson moved, Dufault seconded and carried to approve Mayor Arens to sign on behalf of the City of Howard for CARES Act Resolution 1337, COVID Recovery Fund Reimbursement Agreement and Annex A-Sub-recipient Responsibilities.

Feldhaus, Borgers and Dufault met with Miner County Sheriff Rob Eggert and county commissioners, previously, to discuss contract law. Borgers moved, Feldhaus seconded and carried to approve the following changes:
	Rate: $90,000 in twelve (12) equal monthly installments of $7,500.
	Renewal Terms: This contract shall renew automatically for successive terms. This contract shall be negotiated on a one year basis between the parties hereto. Furthermore, it shall be the duty of the City to produce a proposed contract to the Sheriff at least 90 days prior to the expiration of the current contract. New contract shall commence January 2021. 

Finance Officer Calmus presented a quote from Infotech for a new laptop for guys to use for new monitoring new meter system and an estimate for fixing their old one for the Finance Office to use. Borgers moved, Rentschler seconded and carried to approve $1,099.99 quote from Infotech. 
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ROCS Transportation request for transportation match for the city was received. Thompson moved, Feldhaus seconded and carried to approve the $3,500 payment for 2021. 

First District dues for 2021 were received, Dufault moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve dues payable in Feb. 2021. 

Aldermen Borgers discussed wind turbines with council. Borgers spoke with Curt Eliason regarding fixing them, he advised costs might be much higher than anticipated. Council discussed taking them down. Borgers will discuss further with Eliason.

Aldermen Rentschler discussed curb and gutter issues along corner of Douglas and W. College Ave. Borgers advised looking into putting a valley gutter. Council discussed with City Engineer Blake Harms and asked if he could look into the area for us.

Firehall dumpster was discussed. Dumpster is always overflowing and is an eye sore. Discussions were made regarding relocating it or having the garbage picked up more than once a week. General Superintendent Kody Dawson will talk with Dawson’s Construction regarding picking up more often.

Howard Industries met with council, present from the group was Dave Dawson, Steve Carmon and John Reisch. Howard industries requested additional help from the city to help with upcoming expenses. They also updated council on community projects they are working on. Borgers moved, Feldhaus seconded and carried to pay $25,000 to Miner County Economic Development. 

Blake Harms, Brosz Engineering, met with council to go over Farmer’s Ave Community Access Grant application. Rentschler moved, Borgers seconded and carried to approve submission of application. Harms also discussed Section Line updates and proposed special provisions to traffic during work timeframe. Blake provided council review packets for bidding. Feldhaus moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve the bidding with a completion date of Aug. 1, 2021 with a work restriction starting Sept. 15 – Nov. 15th, 2020. Blake discussed TAP grant for sidewalk project. Letter of Intent is due July 15th. Borgers moved, Dufault seconded and carried to approve Resolution 1339-LOI for TAP grant as follows:
Resolution 1339

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City of Howard proceed with a project to install sidewalk on the East side of Farmer Avenue in the City of Howards;  and

WHEREAS, Howard agrees to provide the required local match for sidewalk  construction as required and according to the terms of the Transportation Alternative Program; and

WHEREAS, Howard has currently or will secure the required right-of-way for the construction of the project; and

WHEREAS, Currently the sidewalk is not available on either side of Farmer Avenue and it is necessary to provide a safe route for pedestrian travel on Farmer Avenue; 
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WHEREAS, Currently pedestrians access adjacent to Farmer Ave does not exist and a sidewalk would enhance public safety and greatly reduce pedestrian travel risk by providing a safe route to access the downtown district and facilitate increased safe routes to school; and

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Howard City Council duly approves the submission of Transportation Alternative Program for sidewalk construction on the East side of Farmer Ave as submitted;

THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Mayor be authorized to execute and sign the grant application on behalf of Howard.

Aldermen Rentschler discussed city property west of LoKate Storage, in need of tree cleanup. Sup. Dawson will look into getting dead trees removed. Trees by shop were also discussed with council, would like to remove dead trees and put in a privacy fence. 

Rentschler also brought up park by courthouse, wondering about replacing. Parks manager, Nick Kramer, spoke regarding grant through Game, Fish & Parks. He will work on getting something proposed to submit. 

Rentschler discussed adding a roll-off dumpster to the rubble site for the community. Council discussed the matter more, would need to look into fees and maintenance if city were to offer. Would also need to check with state regarding our permit restrictions. Tabled for further discussion.

EMPLOYEES:
Superintendent Kody Dawson met with council to discuss and clarify water meter installation rate. Borgers moved, Dufault seconded, abstaining was Rentschler, all aye were Borgers, Dufault, Stuhr, Thompson and Feldhaus. Motion carried to approve $30.00/meter to Klinkhammer Plumbing. 

Rentschler moved, Borgers seconded and carried to move into Executive Session to discuss personnel and contract information per SDCL 1-25-2. 

Thompson moved, Borgers seconded and carried to come out of Executive Session. 

There being no further business, Rentschler moved, Thompson seconded and carried to the next regular meeting to be held August 10th, 2020.
