	The Howard City Council met in special session on Monday, June 22th, at 7:00 pm in the Council Chambers. Mayor Don Arens presided with Aldermen Greg Dufault, Lynn Borgers, Jean Thompson and Bernard Feldhaus. Not present was Aldermen Colby Tolk, Jerry Adler and Attorney Todd Wilkinson.

Meeting as the City Planning and Zoning Commission, Borgers recommended approval of variance for Greg Norberg, seconded by Feldhaus at 303 W. Howard Ave, Howard, SD. Variance would allow a garage to be added close to lot lines. W. 85’ of E. 270’ of S. 83.75’ of LOT 10 and W. 85’ of E. 270’ of N. 17” of LOT 11, Howard City, Acre Prop. SE4. Dufault moved, Thompson seconded and carried to come out of City Planning and Zoning Commission. Motion to accept recommendations made by Feldhaus, seconded by Borgers and carried to approve.
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Jean Thompson, on behalf of the pool board, discussed pool concerns. Boiler is no longer functioning and needs to be replaced, Dan Kuhle with Dan’s Heating and Plumbing recommended replacing the whole chimney and system. Estimated replacement cost would run around $25,000 plus labor. Council agreed to move forward with replacement. Bathroom stalls are rusted and dangerous, council agreed to have them replaced as soon as possible. Letter received regarding pool fees was discussed, the pool board will respond accordingly. 

There being no further business, Feldhaus moved, Borgers seconded and carried to the next regular meeting to be held July 13th, 2020.
