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June 8th , 2020 Minutes

	The Howard City Council met in regular session on Monday, June 8th, at 7:00 pm in the Council Chambers. Mayor Don Arens presided with Aldermen Greg Dufault, Lynn Borgers, Jean Thompson and Bernard Feldhaus. Not present was Aldermen Colby Tolk, Jerry Adler and Attorney Todd Wilkinson.
Borgers moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve the amended agenda. 
Feldhaus moved, Dufault seconded and carried to approve the amended minutes for May 11th & 26th, 2020. Borgers moved, Dufault seconded and carried to approve the reports. Council acknowledged Sheriff’s report and past due accounts. Motion made by Feldhaus, seconded by Borgers and carried to approve disconnection of services to Howard Hotel.

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PUBLIC COMMENT:
Mike Clary met with council to see about opening a personal gun shop out of his home. Council was not opposed but wanted to consult with attorney regarding zoning and needing a conditional use permit. Tabled for next meeting.

Dawn Dawson on behalf of Dawson Construction met with council to discuss approach bid for his Quonset on Section Line. He is requesting that the city cover the $2000 in material costs. Feldhaus moved, Dufault seconded and carried to approve request.

OLD BUSINESS:
Resolution 133-COVID-19 was reviewed and discussed with the public regarding changes. Thompson moved, Feldhaus second and carried to approve to keep the current resolution as is with a max occupancy of 50%. The council also advised to continue to follow guidelines provided by the Governor and the CDC regarding social distancing recommendations. Council will continue to monitor the situation and reevaluate as necessary.

Feldhaus discussed Section Line radius’s and the peeling. He advised contractor contacted him and stopped out to see them and discussed why and what’s causing the scaling and that it is a normal process. 

General Superintendent Kody Dawson presented a quote from Twedt Construction for patchwork project and that he would recommend going with them versus Asphalt pros. Feldhaus moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve Twedt Construction for the job.

Nonpayment ordinance tabled for next meeting, council wants attorney present when discussing. 

NEW BUSINESS:
Kevin Feldhaus on behalf of the Fire Department wanted to request approval for fireworks display on 4th of July. Council agreed it was fine. Kevin also briefed council regarding new pumper, will have an update soon. 

Questions were brought forward regarding Rumor’s bar property and their plans. Tony & Jackie Stuhr were present to discuss these questions with the council.

Children’s Care Corner presented a letter to conduct a raffle, council acknowledged.

Borgers moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve to have Mayor Donald Arens sign on behalf of the City of Howard for Resolution 1336 for Community Access Grant Application as follows:
Resolution 1336

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City of Howard to upgrade Farmer Avenue to better serve the area businesses; and
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WHEREAS, Howard agrees to provide a 20% local match for road construction costs, plus pay all engineering and administrative costs associated with said project; and

WHEREAS, Howard will secure the required right-of-way for the construction of the project; and

WHEREAS, Howard agrees to maintain the road for its useful life;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Howard City Council duly approves the submission of a SD Department of Transportation Community Access Grant application requesting 80% of the eligible street construction costs for the project as submitted;

THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Mayor be authorized to execute and sign the grant application on behalf of Howard.

Adopted and effective this 8th day of June 2020.

Finance Officer Kate Calmus briefed the council regarding setting up a fine schedule ordinance. Tabled for next meeting to discuss with attorney more.

Calmus also presented the health insurance renewal form to council as well as discussing possibility of family plans for next budget year. Dufault mentioned looking into a health savings account and requested information be presented for that. Tabled for further discussion. Dufault moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve the renewal. 

Council acknowledged letter received from Paul Morin regarding utilities.

EMPLOYEES:
	City Superintendent Kody Dawson advised council that he was approached about redoing parking lots for a couple churches when completing our streets work. He advised he spoke with our engineer and was told that would work but would need to run work through city and have churches reimburse. Council would like to speak with attorney to make sure nothing prohibits them from allowing that. Tabled for next meeting.

Dawson also mentioned new playset is up by the pool and just need to finish the base which should be completed by next week.
