	Adler moved, Thompson seconded and carried to approve the Financial, Electric and Water Reports and acknowledge receiving the Sheriff’s Report and Past Due accounts. 
PUBLIC COMMENT:
	Board member Diane Stangohr with Children’s Care Corner met with council regarding status of daycare center. Also present was President of Board, Stephanie Connor and Interim Director Jan Torkelson. Stangohr discussed how the daycare had started and where they’ve gone since opening. Stangohr presented to the council that the board would like to see the city take over the daycare or to help with accommodating some different expenses. Council requested for more information from the board, will revisit in June. 
	Curt Neises, Miner Insurance Agency, along with representative Taylor Jacobsen with McKinneyOlson Insurance, discussed proposal for insurance policy. Aldermen Tolk requested prices on the 1 and 2 million policies versus the 5 million given. Curt will get that information and get it to council members. 
	Kent Ode representing Ulteig spoke with council regarding bids being advertised. Also discussed that city corners on sidewalks must be replaced per federal law. Borgers moved to get bid lettings on cement work, Adler seconded and carried to approve. 
	Donnerite claim discussed, council agrees to continue letting insurance adjuster investigate claim. 
OLD BUSINESS:
	Attorney Ellendorf requested clarification on what the council would like the RV Ordinance to state. Ellendorf will put something together and revisit in June. 
	Bankruptcy filing for Dalmatian Fire Equipment was discussed, Attorney Ellendorf advised she did not find anything unpaid for the city. 
	Attorney Ellendorf updated council members on Eugene Larson property. Per court filing the city has been granted the rights to tear the property down and clean it up. Borgers moved and Tolk seconded and all carried to approve clean up. 
	Council acknowledged receiving follow up with Code Enforcer Mike Olson. Written warning letters we’re issued to noncompliant residents. 
NEW BUSINESS:	
	The council adjourned as city council and reconvened as a planning and zoning commission. Those present for the meeting were Arens, Thompson, Feldhaus, Tolk, Dufault, Adler, Borgers and Greg Kroupa. A variance application of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Howard was presented by Greg Kroupa and Wendy Miller, which would allow them to add a grage closer the lot line at 206 E College Ave. Borgers moved and Thompson seconded and carried to approve the application.

Adler moved and Borgers seconded and carried to approve Horizon Health Foundation to conduct a raffle beginning June 7, 2019.
Dufault moved and Tolk seconded and carried to approve the Heartland IRP.
Thompson moved and Adler seconded to not make any updates to the airport and to pass on the Airport Entitlement funds. 
	Mayor Arens reported that the Car Show will be June 8th.  He asked for permission to close the street from Al’s Service to Farmers Ave. and the block east and the block west of Main St. on Howard Avenue. He requested a consumption permit also for this area. Borgers moved to allow a consumption permit and close the street, Tolk seconded and carried.
	NW Energy submitted a proposal to install a utility pole off W. College Ave. between N. Dakota St. and N. Main St. Council requested a lease agreement and that a representative from NW Energy physically come out and show the city Electric Superintendent the exact location of the pole. Dufault moved and Tolk 2nd and carried contingent on NW Energy providing a lease agreement and having a technician out to show the exact location of the pole. Finance Officer Kate Calmus will follow up with NW in regards to the proposal.
EMPLOYEES: 
	Evan Meyer and Jerry Adler discussed building improvements with Finance Officer Calmus, she presented information to council. Meyer is having the carpets cleaned in Municipal building and will present the council with a quote for some of the floors to be replaced in the future.
	Streets supervisor Podhradsky spoke briefly about chip sealing and street maintenance.
	Podhradsky would like to put the Rainbow playground by the pool up for sealed bids to have it removed. Borgers moved and Thompson seconded and carried to put out notice for sealed bids. 
	Waste/Water supervisor Loudenburg discussed pool updates and lagoon updates. Loudenburg requested approval to purchase chemical for next winter for the lagoon. Tolk moved and Thompson seconded and carried to approve purchase.
	Tony Stuhr requested to purchase the lot south of the municipal building. Council will discuss further and Stuhr will follow up at a later meeting. 
	Aldermen Borgers discussed Bethany Lutheran Church cleanup. 
	Pool board member Jean Thompson added an additional lifeguard, Madison Kizer at $9.35/hr.
	Motion by Borgers, seconded by Tolk and carried to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters in accordance with SDCL 1-25-2. 
	Feldhaus moved, Tolk seconded and carried to come out of executive session.
