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OLD BUSINESS

 Attorney Ellendorf presented the council with a Quit Claim deed for the property exchange. Ellendorf advised that in accordance to law SDCL 9-27-34.1 we need to have the property appraised by three disinterested appraisers who are freeholders within the municipaility or by one or more persons licensed by the state to do fee appraisals. The council elected to utilize a state licensed appraiser.

Website updates were presented to the council. Finance Officer Calmus presented her suggestion. Adler moved, Dufault seconded and carried to approve moving forward with website upgrade. Dufault also requested that Finance Officer Calmus look into adding the library’s page to the city’s website. Calmus will look into this more. 

NEW BUSINESS:
Attorney Ellendorf spoke briefly in regards to the Opioid Negotiation Class Action.
Meter tampering issue was discussed. Council asked Attorney Ellendorf about civil action. Attorney Ellendorf and Finance Officer Calmus will work on drafting a letter. 

Painting of the Firehall was requested by custodian Meyers. He is requesting that Christopherson’s paint the hall. A bid by them was approximated at $1100.00. Feldhaus moved, Borgers seconded and carried to approve the painting of the firehall.

2020 wages will be discussed in December.

Councilman Borgers presented the board with a proposal to look at adding a base rate meter charge to unoccupied lots. Borgers advised that he is part of the Taskforce board and Clint Powell had come to present information to them regarding economic growth in a community along with other information. Borgers advised that a lot of other towns are implementing base rate fees for vacant lots. Dufault recommended that the council explore the opportunity more. Tabled for future discussions.

Borgers moved, Feldhaus seconded and carried to approve the transfer of the Package (off-sale) Liquor license from Don’s Place to Rusty’s Food Store.
